@ What kinds of lessons do you have?

- We have Japanese, moral education and calligraphy, and so on.

® What do you have for breakfast?
- I usually have a glass of milk, toast and fruits. Grilled fish/natto, fermented

soybeans/miso soup/etc.

@ Do you join club activities? What club are you in?

- I'm in the table tennis club.

® What do you usually do on weekends?
- I usually play games at home. / with friends.

I sometimes go shopping with my friends.

® What is the good restaurant in Ibaraki?

- I think Kurazushi is a nice restaurant. It serves sushi on a conveyor belt.

@ What comic is popular around you?

- Some friends like Kimetsu. And others like One Piece.

What foreign language do you study at school?
- I study English, but I want to study Korean to talk with Korean people. / to sing
K-POP.

@ Do you eat foreign food? Tell me more.

- Yes, I like Chikyu gummy. It’s not delicious but it looks cute.

What drink do you like?

- I like orange juice. / Barley tea. / Green tea. / Black tea.
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@ What sight-seeing areas/tourist attractions do you recommend?

Example Questions We Can Ask

O What brought you here?/ Why did you come to Japan?
-I came to Japan because I am interested in Japanese food./want to study

Japanese./etc.

@ What Japanese food do you like?

- I like sushi, tempura, ramen noodles, udon.

® Who is a famous person in Japan that you know. / In your country?

- I know Shohei Ohtani. In America, Justin Timberlake is famous. Heis asinger.

@ What do you think of Japan?

- I think Japan is very peaceful and safe.

® What kinds of restaurants are there in your country?/What kind of things do
people eat?

- We have many fast food restaurants in America. Foods in America are very big.

® What kinds of TV program do you watch?

- I watch sit-coms. Situational comedies. They are very funny.

@ How is the climate in your country?
- America is very big, so there are many different climates. We have four season

in America.

Do you play / watch / listen to / JapaneseOQO?

- I play Japanese video games. I play Nintendo games and PlayStation games.

@ Where do you often visit in Japan?/want to visit

- I want to visit Sapporo in Hokkaido. I often visit Kamine Zoo.

What do you study at university / Japan.

- I study Electrical Engineering/Japanese Literature/History/etc.

What foreign languages
are taught in school?
